Demystify Myths:  

Myth:  DreamYard is being singled out to have a late entrance and students are being subjected to stand outside which results in lateness.

Fact:  DreamYard is the only school in the building to starts at 8:46 a.m. as an entire school. Ms. Vasquez is the Taft Educational Campus liaison and oversees School Safety in our school.  In October, we instituted the following policy:

· Students begin classes at 8:45 a.m. unless they have enrichment at 8:00 a.m. (these are the only students allowed up to our floor) 

· Students are allowed into the cafeteria at 8:15 a.m. for breakfast and remain in the cafe until 8:30 a.m. 

· At 8:30 a.m. all students are then allowed to come upstairs and are escorted with a school aide.  This allows them 16 minutes to transition up to their classes and minimizes traffic control in the exits.  

In lieu of events in October, this policy was also instituted to manage traffic control in the cafeteria and stair cases.  The School Safety committee met in November and collectively felt that this policy has effectively been working to manage the flow throughout a busy stair case (exit 2 & 3) and the cafeteria.  Teachers have also expressed that it allows them time to prepare accordingly for their first period classes without disruptions.
